	Review of Academic Performance Data

	Allured handed out copies of the following Hamilton High School's 2010 API and AYP Data: 2010 API Growth Report and Chart, API Content Area Weights, and AYP Progress Chart. Hamilton High School's (HHS) API score raised 23 points in the 2009-2010 school year.  Allured raised the question of student motivation and buy-in for the CST testing.  Allured also commended the staff and students for their effort and dedication as reflected in the 23 point growth (723 API). HHS met both of its API Targets--schoolwide and all subgroups.  HHS did not meet the 2010 AYP targets in both ELA and Math.  HHS will focus on achieving Safe Harbor for the 2010-2011 school year; safe harbor changes the AYP target to equal a 10% improvement from the 2009-10 proficiency percentage of 47.4.  Due to this, HHS is in Watch List Year One; if Safe Harbor is met, HHS will be removed from the list.
