Agenda Items:

1) Call to Order – The Hamilton High School Site Council (SSC) meeting was called to order at 3:17 p.m. on September 24, 2009.

2) Roll Call – Fourteen past and present members were in attendance.  One member was absent. 

3) Membership changes – Three new staff members and three new student members were welcomed to the council.  Three parent members were re-elected for the current term.  
The membership adjustments are:

Given this was a transition meeting, both the outgoing and newly-elected members attended.  Appreciation was expressed to the outgoing members for their years of steadfast and dedicated service to students. 
4) Changes/Additions to the agenda – No changes were made to the current proposed agenda.
5) Minutes – The minutes from the June 4, 2009, SSC meeting were reviewed and corrections were made as suggested. Ann Mohn-Brimhall motioned to accept the minutes as corrected.  Sasha Emery seconded the motion which passed unanimously.   

6) Public Comment – None.

7) Discussion of Member Roles - A discussion was held with regard to the roles and duties of the School Site Council officers.  Current officers offered a brief description of the duties and responsibilities.  Mary Kleinvachter offered an opinion that the memberships be staggered in length of term when possible, which would avoid the possibility of a completely newly-elected committee serving without the benefit of prior decision making history.  It was also mentioned by Jim Allured that the committee could seek to alter the terms in the by-laws on a one-time basis to create the desired stagger.  

It was suggested by Jim Allured that nominations and elections be conducted at the November meeting.  
8) Responsibility of Committee Relevant to Categorical Funds Allocation- Betty Boevers explained the purpose of the committee pertaining to the approval of the Single Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA) and the allocation of categorical funds.  A brief explanation of the difference between categorical (restricted) and discretionary (unrestricted) funds followed, in effort to describe and clarify the function to newly-elected members.  Jim Allured stated that the committee would receive a training activity at the February meeting which will reinforce the process.  Jim Allured referred the members to the Annual Goal pages and explained the Annual Measureable Outcomes (AMOs) and how the plan action steps align with the goal statements.  He also briefly reviewed the Categorical allocations for the 2009-10 school year and how the monies were distributed to support the plan. 
Sandy Richards inquired about how information was disseminated to the community.  Jim Allured responded that the public has access to the information on the school website, as well as in the school publications (such as the Student/Parent Handbook) and all meeting agendas are posted 72 hours in advance of the meetings.  Mary Kleinvachter reminded the committee that the current results of the Healthy Kids Survey is information that Council and public should have access to and knowledge of for the purpose of creating appropriate response plans.  Mary Kleinvachter also commented on the unpredictability of allocations given the instability of the current economic situation both at the federal and state levels.  Sandy Richards remarked that the committee should maintain a current list of appropriate requests for funding or support in the unfunded projects area of the SPSA.  Jim Allured added that the resources need to be focused on the needs of students. 
9) Student concerns –.  Jim Allured explained that the student concerns and/or comments are critical to understanding the points of view from the student populace via their elected representatives.
10) Meeting Schedule – Jim Allured scheduled the next SSC meeting for November 19, 2009.

11) Adjournment – A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Rebekah Mortensen and seconded by Sasha Emery.  The motion passed unanimously, and the meeting adjourned at 4:36 p.m.
